Minutes of AGM June 2004

Discipline Report

Johnnie Walker explained that up until mid Jan there was no discipline issue but then we had 5-6 weeks of madness. However – no excessive matters to deal with but a problem was that at least 2 disqualifications the referee did not submit a report!! Society itself doesn’t help with behaviour problems especially with the advent of the “Team Follower” problems. Clubs have to look at themselves with the responsibility of controlling their own team followers. Alan Turner added that he felt the 3 game bans do act as a deterrent and Johnnie agreed that since that was introduced discipline has improved.

Treasurers Report
Charlie circulated – Summary and a breakdown sheet of the finances for the season to all present. He explained that in real terms the start of the finances for this season included nearly £800.00 from the season previous as Jim had done the finances up to the May 31st of 2004. In real terms this means the SLBA had £1,000 more in the balance than the same point last season. Mike added that we had actually done the Special Olympics Tee-Shirt deal also this season. Mike added his thanks to Charlie for standing in when we lost Jim in November last year.

Nomination of Officers

Alan explained that Mike had stepped down as league secretary but all the rest of the Exec were willing to remain. The intention was to have an administrator for each Division / Cup affairs and also a general secretary to deal with notification, newsletters etc.  Alan asked the meeting if the voting could be as a block rather than count individual votes, as there were no other nominations for the posts.  The actual posts of the league administrators would be decided at a later meeting. The meeting accepted this voting method unanimously

Alan reminded the meeting that the future Discipline matters would be dealt with by a sub-committee of 3 Exec members. Johnnie reminded the meeting that any major problems this was always the case anyway.  
All League problems had to be addressed to the League Secretary.

Proposals – Changes to the Rules
1) Proposal – From the Executive

“Any game that a player is Disqualified the score sheet has to go to the Discipline Officer first.  A report must be submitted by the referee”

2) Proposal – From the Executive

“Any club with 2 teams in the league provide Nominated list of 6 players who can only play for the higher Divisional team. This would be published to all clubs.
1) The meeting discussed these at length and the issue of the referee failing to send in the score sheet was a major problem and could not be enforced. The meeting agreed to the amended to read 
“Any game that a player is Disqualified the score sheet has to go to the Discipline Officer first.  A report must be submitted by the referee this can be separate or on the back of the score sheet”
2) The meeting discussed this and agreed the amendment to read

“Any club with 2 teams in the league provide Nominated list of 6 players who can only play for the higher Division team. This would be published to all clubs. Teams from the same club in the same division must be as separate teams and no movement of players.”

These will be added to the rules

New Application to the League

Coylton and Lanarkshire both explained their facilities and player strengths etc and the meeting agreed to both clubs applying to the SLBA. Fees and surety fee would have to be paid at the Fixtures Meeting in September

League Format 2005/06
Alan Turner expressed his concern over the imbalance of teams in Div 3 SM against the other Div 1, 2. Also the meeting drafted concern that if there was to be 12 teams in the Cadet Division – this should be in the format of two pools.   
The meeting all expressed the view that the league was very healthy with again a growth of teams competing. Alan Turner asked for agreement that the finalised League Format for 05/06 be decided at the Fixtures Meeting.

Alan Turner – Report from Basketball Scotland Regional Review 

Alan attended this meeting on 5th June in Edinburgh on behalf of the SLBA as well as a board member. He suggested that all clubs contact the National Office and ask for a copy of the current review draft as there were many issues that affected clubs as well as the league as a whole.  He read to the meeting (A Copy in the Year Book) a brief of the various items.  This was containing some items that would be – discussed and voted on at the National Office AGM in September. 

The main areas of concern is the control and adjustment of the “So called Development Grant” that is given to each regional association each season.  The meeting was reminded that this money was actually a percentage of the Members Registration Fees to the National Office.  Many members expressed the view – why bother registering – and that SLBA members who were not playing National comps could register direct to SLBA and cut out the National Office.
Alan advised he would raise this matter again at the Fixture Meeting in early September.  Many members pointed out that for 05/06 members could not – “Not Register” with the National Office as the Rules would have to be changed.  The meeting accepted this.

Alan asked if the League Secretary would leave the room to allow for this to be discussed this. Mike said he would not and would accept the Honorarium as it had been for all his period as League Secretary

He thanked Helen and Jack for presenting his gifts and Johnnie for arranging everything – very generous and they would be treasured.
